Progress score 
 

The values show how well pupils did compared with similar schools 

nationally. A score of zero in a subject means that our school did as 

well as all other schools in that subject. The 'Floor Standard' is the 

Government's minimum expectations for all schools. A school is above 

the Floor Standard if their score is above the 'Floor Standard' value in 

reading, writing and mathematics.

Average scaled score 
 

Using scaled scores enables test results to be reported consistently 

from one year to the next. Though national tests are designed to be as 

similar as possible every year in terms of demand, slight differences do 

occur. Scaled scores, however, maintain their meaning over time, so if 

two children achieve the same scaled score on two different tests, 

they will have demonstrated the same attainment. In the new scaled 

score for the national tests, 100 will always represent the ‘national 

standard’, but the ‘raw score’ (the total number of correct answers) 

that equates to it may be slightly different each year.
