Dear Parents and Carers,

We hope you had a good half term break. It’s gone so fast and we know that Christmas will be
upon us before we know it too!

Behaviour

We are finding that the new school rules and behaviour policy are working really well. The children
are very clear about the expectations of their behaviour but also the rewards for keeping the
school rules. Afternoon tea is going down very well. We are both extremely happy with the
amount of cakes that are on offer every week!

Lateness and Attendance

Please ensure that your child arrives to school on time. Every minute lost is vital and many
activities first thing in the morning are designed to go over previous learning and help children
with any difficulties they have had with tricky concepts.

e Arrival in the morning after the time window will be classed as late.
e If your child arrives after 9:15am this is classed as an unauthorised absence.

Also a reminder that holidays should not be taken in school time. Children miss chunks of learning
when they are not in school and this has a detrimental impact upon their knowledge and skills.
We will consider fining for long or regular absence due to family holidays.

Each week the classes will be told their attendance and a class certificate will be given out for
those with the highest percentage. We would hope that each class will achieve the certificate at
some point during the academic year.

For your reference, here is the whole school attendance percentage for Autumn 1.

TV: Whole School attendance: 96%
